AFGLC carries out in the United States the work of
the International Foundation for Greek Language
and Culture (IFGLC). This global organization has
centres throughout the western hemisphere and
in Europe. AFGLC members are convinced that
the quality of world leadership tomorrow depends
upon the quality of the educational curriculum to-
day. If we want to assure the future, a leadership
with a firm understanding of the human adventure
of the origins of democracy and the philosophi-
cal underpinnings of Western thought, we believe
today’s education must begin with a study of the
Greek experience. Thus AFGLC is dedicated to the
preservation and enhancement of Greek culture
and language in the curriculum of institutions of
higher learning in the Americas, even as its par-
ent organization, IFGLC, pursues the same goals
worldwide. To this end, AFGLC aims at establish-
ing Interdisciplinary Centres of Hellenic Studies
